xx1943: I recommend you make your kib-setting so that you only kib SOUTH: Does everyone know, how to manage this?

isabable: r

xx1943: #1

xx1943: straighforward bidding

xx1943: you count your loser:

xx1943: 3 in !S and 1 in !C

xx1943: what is your plan get rid of 1 of them?

KeldKn: trump a spade

ilumi3: ruff a spade in dummy 

xx1943: If !Cs are 33 (36%) you can discard one of the !S losers on the 4. !C

xx1943: someone to execute this line?

xx1943: not my my line but what Keld suggested

xx1943: hi Peter

peterb370c: hi al

peterb370c: the !c 3-3 line?

xx1943: no

finnigan1: a small hint trick 4 is a critical timing play

zazzie: why?

xx1943: the plan #2: Ruff a !S

zazzie: let him lead again

finnigan1: solution found & worked out for you

finnigan1: by defenders

KeldKn: with 5 outstanding the % for 3-3 are 67,83%

->KeldKn: there are 6 outstanding

KeldKn: ok

zazzie: H

xx1943: Why not try the !H finesse?

peterb370c: east appears to have the KJ

xx1943: the !H finesse offer the additional chance to throw the !D loser

KeldKn: 2!C + 1!D looser

bwd1: can you reverse the dummy?

xx1943: what is the danger if you finesse the !H?

finnigan1: on timming with K marked off side ther is no profit in the finesse , hence either win the A or duck [play low]

xx1943: no you cannot reverse dummy, you are short of entries and short of intermediates in dummy

xx1943: If you duck the !H you are down, Julien

xx1943: Try it

xx1943: no squeeze

finnigan1: ueezre

finnigan1: the line must be decided at trick 1

peterb370c: ite sistah  sleep well

KeldKn: what happen on a !S start?

xx1943: How do you open The South hand?

xx1943: 2!C is a MUST with 9+ playing tricks

KeldKn: 9,5 trick :)

xx1943: 2!D was negative. I don't like 2!H as negative. But that is a matter of taste.

->KeldKn: I said 9+

zazzie: lets see the dummy :)

KeldKn: k

xx1943: 4!H shows !h support but no A or K

xx1943: Count

red dwarf: 3s 1d

xx1943: you got 3!S and 1 !D loser

zazzie: yep

xx1943: Seems your contract depends to find 1 honor right:

xx1943: 75% that West has K of !Ds or East the A of !Ss

KeldKn: trump a !S

xx1943: Keld 

zazzie: gl

isabable: no i think you have the chat . that is how he gave to me

isabable: sorry

finnigan1: clap clap clap , pure vanilla play :-)

peterb370c: well done

KeldKn->Club: tx

xx1943: Asumming !Ss are 3/2 you got

xx1943: 2S+1H+2C loser

xx1943: there is no long suit in dummy to establish

zazzie: lost cause

bennyzl: why 2 cl and only 1 h?

xx1943: All we can do is to ruff 2 of our !cs in dummy

xx1943: Hi Binyamin

xx1943: I Treat the South hand as amin hand and count losers from there

bennyzl: hi was here but got disconected internet problems

xx1943: what danger may occur while you ruff the !Cs??

bennyzl: overruf

xx1943: yes

xx1943: I'll show you

bwd1: duck 1st round trumps

xx1943: ok I have to draw trumps

xx1943: ouch

xx1943: The A is a very precious card.

xx1943: #5

xx1943: Only 8 playing tricks 

xx1943: no 2!C opener

bennyzl: wrong biding

KeldKn: 1!H?

leonora3: still hurts

xx1943: yes I open this hand 1!H only

ilumi3: 2c & 1s

leonora3: don't know what's going on here i neve made a bid

zazzie: oops

xx1943: leonora what is your problemß

leonora3: something screwy with the system

xx1943: ok sry

leonora3: guess i'm outa here

bennyzl: play a s

bwd1: throw !S?

KeldKn: looser on looser

xx1943: you lost 2!C already and will lose a !S for sure

xx1943: the danger of the hand is that East may overruff this trick

xx1943: ouch -1

xx1943: now you are safe

xx1943: many of you saw this

xx1943: and named the technique:

xx1943: LOSER ON LOSER

xx1943: It is not difficult to find this kibbing at a teaching table,

xx1943: BUt playing as declarer you must be very concentrated, not to go wrong here coze you are lazy

xx1943: ok?

xx1943: #6

zazzie: :)

bennyzl: 1430?

xx1943: y 14 03

bennyzl: so wrong alert

zazzie: key

xx1943: correct now?

bennyzl: yes:-) ty

xx1943: 2 heart loser

xx1943: 50% chance, that the K is with E, later the 33% chance, that !Cs are 33

xx1943: grrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrr

xx1943: now waht?

xx1943: what

zazzie: S

isabable: can we start again al

xx1943: drwa trumps and try the !Cs and mourn about bad luck, if they are 4/2

bwd1: have to ruff club now take just 2 trumps and hope

xx1943: you need !Cs 33 so there is no danger to play the 3. round b4 you draw the lat trump

xx1943: opps

xx1943: West has no more !C

xx1943: they are 4/2 indeed

xx1943: BUt

xx1943: he didn't get the last trump and you are home

bwd1: pls claim :)

xx1943: Should have thrown the !H on !D K earlier :)

bwd1: i like to replay them :)

xx1943: you have the strength to reverse, so you can show your distribution

bennyzl: 5-4

xx1943: 1) no 3 cards in !S 

xx1943: 2) No stopper in !C

xx1943: 3) at least 9 red cards prob. 45 or 46

khalid1968: hi all

Gerardo (Broadcast): hi all, I work here. Maintenance scheduled in 30 minutes. We'll all be booted. Outage will last a few minutes.

xx1943: did you notice, that South couldN't ask RKCB, coze he had xx in !C

xx1943: and North could ask after the !H cue

xx1943: North had to think b4 asking, if every answer would be ok for him

xx1943: 5!C = 1 or 4 ok 2 keys missing, we are content with 5!D

xx1943: 5!D = 0 or 3 Great must be 3 without any A you cannot reverse

xx1943: 5!H or 5!S = 2 keys; Enough!!

xx1943: now your partner bid excellent and you have to make your contract

bennyzl: and that is ussaly the problem lol

xx1943: no problem against !S lead

xx1943: drwa trumps and claim

red dwarf: now its off

xx1943: but this !C lead is very dangerous

xx1943: Hope !Ss are 4/3

xx1943: grrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrr

bwd1: that is very sad :(

bennyzl: if east has a d your dead

xx1943: ok I have another arrow in my bag

xx1943: now you must hope, that the guy, who has no more !H has no small !D left

bennyzl: no sorry your not

zazzie: always to hope

bwd1: :)

xx1943: and another loser on loser play execeuted

xx1943: nice hand, isn't it :)

xx1943: last hand #8

xx1943: A very bad double by East

xx1943: Often such a double shows declarer the winning line

xx1943: East is lacking all the !S intermediates

bennyzl: i know its not a bidding leason but i dont understand why 3s bye n ? he has only 2 cards and south only showed 5 no?

xx1943: maybe he makes only 1 !S trick maybe none

xx1943: tehere is a q:

xx1943: i know its not a bidding leason but i dont understand why 3s bye n ? he has only 2 cards and south only showed 5 no?

red dwarf: 6 bid twice

xx1943: in my opinion the North hand is more suited for a suit-contract and Kx is often better tan xxx

xx1943: than xxx

xx1943: South bids 5 !Ss for sure but 6 is prob. After all he can pass 2!C or bid 2!D or 2!H at the 2-level

xx1943: ok Binyamin?

bennyzl: ok ty

xx1943: it makes no sense to cover the lead

xx1943: In a suit contract after this bidding, nobody will lead Q from AQJxx

xx1943: but may have led from QJ10xx and I'll catch the Ax with EAST

xx1943: .(

xx1943: :(

xx1943: now you lost already 2!H and have 2!D and a possible !S loser

xx1943: you can ruff 2!Ds, but you must be careful

xx1943: Just in case

xx1943: ouch

xx1943: bad luck again?

xx1943: nope

xx1943: bad play

red dwarf: K first

bennyzl: why do you need to play ace cl first?

bwd1: K!H?

thegame_85->Kibitzers: do we get the chance to play?

xx1943: If you plan to ruff, it is good to cash your side winners first, opps may discard their spots, during your crossruff

xx1943: no today you'll not get the chance to play this is the last hand

bwd1: ruff with K!S then play k!H

thegame_85->Kibitzers: ty sure will get it next week

xx1943: and he is helples with all his trumps

bwd1: neat :)

red dwarf: enjoyed that albrecht TY

xx1943: did you notice, hat you had to ruff the !HA with !SA to prevent an overruf from WEST

peterb370c: thnx al

xx1943: ok I'll post the hands just now

bwd1: Thank you so much Al v v helpful :)
