xx1943: Today is the last of 8 sessions "How to play a NT-contract"

xx1943: Next week I#ll start "How to play a SUIT-contract"

xx1943: the last 5 hands  are a bit more complicated, so I'll explain without let you try

xx1943: You find all the hands on my site a few minutes after we finished.

kino: hello hope and al

xx1943: hello Ann and Nada :) nice to c u

kino: wow

xx1943: bravo brave

hope: :)

hope: gl Ann

kino: ty nada

dragonet: hello al

->dragonet: hi

xx1943: if possible think laut Ann

xx1943: count your tricks

kino: talking to myself now

hope: she should claim

hope: she should claim

xx1943->Kibitzers: 2S+3H+3!D+3!C=11

kino: 2!S

->hope: nope

kino: 3D

kino: 3H

M61bert: club finesse

hope: J !C?

hope: J !C?

->hope: she is missing !C Jack

xx1943->Kibitzers: 12 trick can only be !C J

hope->Kibitzers: If she catched J!C she makes :)

xx1943: 11 tricks, but how to play !Cs that is the question

gerd123: K!c

gerd123: next to A!c

kino: yes is I lead to KQ

xx1943: if there is a critical suit where you have to guess, you must try to get as much information as possible

kino: take w/K

kino: then low to hand

xx1943: no no no 

xx1943: all other suits first

kino: oh

M61bert: k  then back to ace then 10 to hand

patrick824: discovery play

gerd123: always from 2 homours 

xx1943: with correct technique you'll make this contract without any guess

bennyzl: s

bennyzl: spade first a must

xx1943: you must develop your !s tricks b4 drawing the reds

bennyzl: ????

xx1943: NOTIFIED: EAST has only 2 !Hs

bennyzl: why play ace on q??

xx1943: West has only 2 !Ds, so East has 5!Ds

bennyzl: no q s first

xx1943: NOTIFIED EAST has doubleton !S too his distribution is an open bbok

xx1943: book

xx1943: 2254

xx1943: therefore he started with Jxxx in !C

xx1943: and you know for sure that you must play small to the A and not play the Q

xx1943: clap clap clap Ann

kino: i don't desrve the clap..lol

xx1943: you made it

hope: !H Ann

kino: ty

xx1943: Remember: If there is a critical suit, where you have to find a Q or an J, try to discover as much as possible about the distribution of the hand

xx1943: never X 1S without 4 !Hs

xx1943: 15-17 is 1NT

hope: why ant I x and than bid??

xx1943: X and then 1NT shows 18-19

hope: I say I am max next round

hope: Tks Ann

kino: gl

xx1943: grrrrrrrrrrrrrr

xx1943: rest is mine

xx1943: -1

kino: gt nada

xx1943: has anyone an idea how you can win this one?

bennyzl: every missing point is in east

xx1943: Bad news

xx1943: Now I have the same endposition as Nada

xx1943: with the only difference

hope: !S

bennyzl: endplay east?

xx1943: I have a small spade to go from lead and let East do my work

xx1943: endplays are the most common and most effective of all advanced techniques

hope: !H:)!H tks !H:)!H!H:)!H

xx1943: I'm not sure, if I had chosen this lead, but I'm declarer

xx1943: 1S+1H+1D+5C=8

xx1943: I need 1 more trick

xx1943: I have a lot of possibilities

xx1943: 1) spade expass

xx1943: 2) herat expass

xx1943: 3) diamon expass

xx1943: but once more I like to let opps do my work

xx1943: !H2 shows the !hs are distributed 4/3

Campus61: expass?

xx1943: that is good news, so they can cash 3!hs only

xx1943: and If opps have to play !S or !D I have a second trick fore sure, due to ma nice 10s

xx1943: very good now my contract is 100% 

xx1943: I have enough transportation in !C

xx1943: try the !H finesse (just in case)

xx1943: thanks heaven !Cs were 22

xx1943: they have to give me a trick in !S or !D whatever they play

xx1943: they must give me a trick I couldn't establish if I had to pla ythe suit myself.

xx1943: Just another example for an endplay.

->Campus61: expass is small against a Q hoping the K is in front of the Q

patrick824: what's the steps to setup endplay?

xx1943: please all questions in public

xx1943: what's the steps to setup endplay?

xx1943: 1) Strip all the side suits (in our last hand !C)

xx1943: 2) Give opponent the lead

xx1943: 3) He'll do your work

xx1943: I'll make a series of lesson about endplays soon

xx1943: #5

xx1943: 1S+1H+4D+3C=9 tricks

xx1943: why not try the !Hs instead of the !C?

xx1943: yes you are lacking the 8 and the 9 

xx1943: you assume the honours are divided and your chance is 75%

xx1943: but be careful you need 2 entries to the table

xx1943: If you hold up a second time as the rule of 7 tells

xx1943: opponnets will not let you to the table a second time

xx1943: now you have to be lucky

xx1943: you know from the leadd that the !Ss are 44 so no need to hold up a second time

xx1943: now there is no squeeze

xx1943: you see how difficult perfecz defense is

xx1943: most contracts are won by imperfect defense

xx1943: notice how important it was to preserve the 9 for this trick and take the 10 in the first

xx1943: lol

xx1943: now you cannot repeat the finesse

xx1943: you had to take care of this precious 9

xx1943: all these things you had to observe

xx1943: 1) How many entries are needed

xx1943: 2) How to mange this suit-combination

xx1943: #6

SillyBily: even with open cards its hard to make it

xx1943: 2S+2H+4C=8

xx1943: The !CK is offside 100% after the opening

xx1943: the 9. trick can come only from !D

xx1943: and East has the !DA for sure

xx1943: If you play "normal" and establish first your !C tricks, you have no chance

xx1943: and 2 !Ss is -1

xx1943: :(

onoway: if you know you are going to lose the !c finesse, why not just lead out to the board and not use an entry/stopper?

xx1943: if you know you are going to lose the !c finesse, why not just lead out to the board and not use an entry/stopper?

xx1943: makes no difference

xx1943: the heart stopper was not the problem

Campus61: ;)

xx1943: and the same procedure

xx1943: you have 8 tricks only

xx1943: now you have 9 tricks

xx1943: so East has to take the A and not try to fool me in the finesse

xx1943: Don't even think about the finesse, East must have the A (Else he has no opening), but he may lack the Q

xx1943: now the !Cs are out, because East has 3 high !ss and the !K of !Cs

xx1943: but there is a new road

xx1943: nnow you finesse, because NOW EAST is the dangerous opponent

xx1943: and you make 2!S+2!H+4!D+!CA

Campus61: this is great tks Al I have to leave  to late for me to consentrate tks again

xx1943: this hand is from the New York Times

xx1943: Miksa provided me

bennyzl: why dbl please?

xx1943: always a good idea to support with support

xx1943: minimum opener must pass

xx1943: 2S+2D+2C=6

xx1943: you need 3 more tricks

xx1943: 2 will come from !Ds

bennyzl: from cl

MrDodgy: you already counted !Ds

bennyzl: from clubs

xx1943: but you'll not have the time to establish a trick in !hs

xx1943: lol

xx1943: ouch

xx1943: West has 5!S and a singleton !D

xx1943: that means he has got 7 cards in !H and !C

xx1943: how nany !Hs can he have?

xx1943: 6?

xx1943: 5?

MrDodgy: 5

xx1943: yes he may have 5

bennyzl: if he would bid 2 cl no?

xx1943: but with 5512 had he bid 1!S over 1C?

bennyzl: michaels

xx1943: rite 

xx1943: he very probable had applied Michaels

MrDodgy: depends on strength, mCB with intermediate values not great

chicken: or if not availiable he wld have probably bid 3!s

xx1943: so we can assume, he has 4 !hs at most

chicken: a lot of shape

xx1943: Hi Torsten

chicken: :)

bennyzl: and wont pass 2s

xx1943: Btw

xx1943: I myself play Michaels NOT with 11-15HCP

xx1943: If I apply michaels I have less the opening or 16+HCP

xx1943: so the conclusion is not 100%

xx1943: but a good idea

kino: ty bye

bennyzl: you can ask ops if they play michael and how no?

xx1943: with confidence but not for sure

xx1943: yes you can ask

KamalK (Lobby): hi Al

xx1943: Do you know how to access the bridge page of NYT?

chicken: and people who have been playing together for ages will answer: well you know, we never discussed it :)

xx1943: 3NT is possible, but if pd has the Qx in !S better let him play

xx1943: damned, if West had K this were plain sailing

xx1943: now East will return a !S and your nice netry is gone

bennyzl: no

bennyzl: duck q

xx1943: perhaps one of the Qs will provide an entry, but that is not a good idea

bennyzl: play q s now

xx1943: what about !Ss?

bennyzl: you get an extra s

xx1943: West led the 6

xx1943: 11-6=5

xx1943: You got A10 Q and 8

xx1943: so the only higher card East has is the K

xx1943: ouch

xx1943: not a misclick

xx1943: and?

bennyzl: play ace d

xx1943: JETTISON

xx1943: I'm not sure If I had found this one at the table

bennyzl: lol hard to find in presure

xx1943: Another example for "decision on trick 1"

xx1943: yes

xx1943: But you must know there are such things

bennyzl: but still makes even if you play a low spade

xx1943: And if you concentarte and think b4 you even touch the furst card from dummy, you'll find such plays

xx1943: Question: but still makes even if you play a low spade

xx1943: NOPE

bennyzl: are you sure it cant make if you play a low s? i think it still can

bennyzl: 10]

bennyzl: second pleas a phone

chicken: every time i choose the !c my pd usually has Kx in !s :)

xx1943: You cannot make the 100% lead every time

xx1943: not even 60%

xx1943: ok

finnigan1: with entries the !s lead was quite fine

xx1943: have a nice time
